     The Bishop of Lourdes  

asked the Aumônier Général 

de l’Hospitalité, or the Father 

General, to make a visit to 

every hospitality in the world. 

Père Patrick-Louis Desprez 

made an official visit to our 

Syracuse, New York offices as  

the first Hospitality of the 

Americas.    

     Father has   responsibility 

for the over 8,000 volunteers 

from all over the world who 

come each year to Lourdes to 

welcome seven mil lion 

pilgrims arriving from every 

nation.   He is in charge of the 

spiritual formation of every 

person in service at the 

Sanctuary.  All volunteers are 

trained for their service at the 

baths, the train station or the 

kitchens by well experienced 

volunteers.  However, the 

preparation and training of the 

spirituality of Bernadette and 

the Gospel Message of Lourdes 

is the foundation of all services 

and is the primary role of the 

Father General of Hospitality. 

     Père Desprez was warmly 

welcomed in the Syracuse 

Diocese by Bishop James M. 

Moynihan and at a staff office 

reception including  Auxiliary 

Bishop Thomas Costello, 

Franciscan Sister Superiors 

Grace Ann Dillenschneider 

and Patricia Burkard.

     After examination by 

pilgrimage physicians, an 

official report was made of 

her normal pulse, heart rate 

and new physical abilities.  

The following year Anna was 

examined by physicians at 

the Medical Bureau.  She 

     The bells chimed at 

Lourdes for fifteen minutes 

one year ago November 9th 

when the miracle of Anna 

Santaniello was proclaimed.  

Archbishop Gerardo Pierro 

of Salerne, Italy officially 

recognized the miraculous 

cure after consideration of 

all medical documentation 

originally submitted after her 

healing 54 years ago.  

     Today Anna enjoys good 

health at 94 years of age.  

But, as a young child Anna 

had developed heart disease 

that caused breathlessness so 

severe she found it difficult 

to speak and  was unable to 

walk.  Suffering from severe 

asthma attacks, she was 

brought to Lourdes on a 

stretcher in August of 1952.  

After a visit to the baths on 

her stretcher, she left the 

Piscines without assistance 

again visited the Medical 

Bureau in 1960 and 1962.  A 

new inquiry began to clarify 

the use of two differing 

wordings of the diagnosis.  

After another    examination, 

the doctors decided to send 

her file to the International 

Medical Committee of 

Lourdes.  In 1964 her case 

was deemed an inexplicable 

cure.   

     In October of 2004, the 

current Medical Director of 

the Lourdes Medical Bureau,  

Dr. Patrick Theillier, again 

raised the case.  After a new 

cardiology report the 

Archbishop Pierro discerned 

the inexplicable cure to be 

an authentic miracle now 

fully recognized by the 

Catholic Church.  Anna’s 

long-term recovery into her 

90s proved the cure to be 

long lasting and permanent.

St. Bernadette Special Needs Pilgrimage 2006  

 4 New liquid restrictions 

now prohibit Lourdes water in 

carry-on luggage during flight.

 4 Recent reductions limit 

the weight allowance for each 

piece of luggage to 50 pounds 

maximum.  Air France strictly 

enforces new limits with stiff 

penalties for weight overage.

     The Mission concluded the 

last evening with an outdoor 

Eucharistic Procession that 

began with a dedication of the 

the new Adoration Chapel 

and processed into the parish 

church with Adoration and 

spiritual reflection. 

     The Parish Music Director 

provided accompaniment and 

each night the Sacrament of 

Reconciliation was available.  

Also, during the day, Virtual 

Pilgrimages were offered for 

parish school students and for 

religious instruction classes.
